Easy2Swim Rules 

1. Every swimmer must have completed and signed an Easy2Swim Registration Form. Where the swimmer is a 

minor, the Registration Form must be signed by a parent or legal guardian on behalf of the swimmer. 

2. Only swimmers currently having lessons are allowed on the poolside. Parents and spectators may watch the 

lessons from the waiting room or via the live TV feed in the changing area. 

3. Swimmers should only enter the poolside when invited to do so by the teacher. 

4. No running around the poolside. 

5. No dunking or splashing of others. 

6. No spitting or swearing. 

7. No fighting or bullying. 

8. No jumping or diving into the pool without supervision by the teacher. 

9. No chewing gum whilst swimming. 

10. Swimming caps are compulsory for all swimmers. 

11. Swimmers must NOT attend lessons in the event of illness or sickness. 

12. The changing room, waiting area and poolside are strictly no smoking zones. 

13. Outdoor footwear must NOT be worn on the poolside. 

14. Swimmers must NOT wear jewellery or watches during the lessons.  

15. No photographic equipment may be used without prior written agreement. 

16. All swimmers, spectators, parents and guardians must remain within the public areas. 

17. The car park and changing facilities are used at your own risk.  

18. Minors remain the responsibility of parents or guardians at all times except during the swimming lessons. 

19. Responsible persons accompanying children should be able to take under 8's into an 'opposite sex' changing 

room when there is no other responsible person with them to take them into a 'same sex' changing room. 

20. Show respect for others when dealing with any problems.
